Submit Parts A, B and C

A.
Include eight to twelve pieces of artwork. You might include typography, posters, advertising design, drawings, photography, paintings, computer illustrations, etc. Original artwork is preferred but photographic prints are acceptable of three-dimensional work. If submitting web work please submit screen captures and links.

B. 
Portfolio Exercise: Do a composition on an 8 1/2 X 11 piece of paper using TWO squares, TWO circles and TWO triangles.

C. 
Also, please provide a typed response to the following questions.

1. Why are you interested in the Graphic Design program?

2. What are your long- and short-term career goals?

3. What are your strengths and weaknesses?

4. What designer or artist has influenced your views on graphic design?
Submissions will be awarded 1 to 10 points for each of the following criteria: Creativity, Presentation, Essay, Design, and Composition. Maximum points possible: 50; minimum for acceptance: 35.

The portfolio itself does not have to be expensive. The quality of your work is what is important. Please put your name on the outside of the portfolio.

If your portfolio is accepted, your academic prerequisites have been met and you have set up your file in the division office, you will be added to the “approved” list and invited to attend an enrollment meeting at the end of Spring Quarter.  New students can register after that meeting.

If your first submission is not accepted, you are welcome to resubmit to a future portfolio review.

For consideration to enter the Graphic Design program, work must be submitted during the sixth week of the quarter. The portfolio drop-off site is room BE5166, the Business, Information Technologies, & Creative Arts (BITCA) Division office, by 4:00pm.
